2. Be accepted for enrollment or be enrolled at an accredited college, university, 

community college or trade school majoring in agriculture, agribusiness, or a closely 

related field.  

3. Must exhibit potential for successful completion of course of study.  

4. Resides in McDonough County, Illinois

b. Industriousness and motivation  

c. Intellectual interest  

d. Moral character
